I will meet with parents and children together, introduce the 

teachers and then have class with the children.   We hope that children and their families will then attend the 

interpreted or Deaf Community Mass each Sunday.   During class each Sunday we hope to have an informal 

Religious Sign Language Class for parents. This will assist parents in teaching prayers to their children in 

American Sign Language.   

The celebration of Mass is at the heart of our Catholic faith, we are fortunate in this Archdiocese to have Masses 

in American Sign Language at various sites.  For your child who is deaf attending these Masses in ASL will 

enable your child to more fully understand and live their faith.
